ISSUES AND FUTURE ACTIVITIES 
          We have an immediate need for a refrigerator: As most of 
you already know the refrigerator in the shed is totally out. It has 
cost us in terms of throwing away food from the freezer and re-
stocking.

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S o. The proposed Fair now had an address, but not 
a cent available to raise it from beneath the waters 
of the bay. Meanwhile, however, the exploratory 

committee formed by Mayor Rossi had become a corpora-
tion, with insurance man Leland Cutler at its head. As the 
representative of San Francisco Bay Exposition, Inc., Cutler 
had immediately begun an assault on the coffers of Wash-
ington DC. Even with a World's Fair in New York also in the 
works, the Feds were receptive. The huge employment 
numbers promised by the project were attractive, but it was 
the investment in infrastructure that really got them to bite -- 
the airport. Cutler returned home with a verbal promise 
from President Roosevelt himself for $3.8 million, to be de-
livered on condition that matching funds of three-quarters of 
a million come from San Francisco. For a little perspective, 
if we crank that sum into contemporary dollars, even using 
a conservative metric it comes to well over $50 million. Ac-
cording to Richard Reinhardt, local author and historian, the 
men of San Francisco's Republican-dominated Exposition 
Corporation were at first reluctant to trust a Democratic 
President, but Roosevelt was as good as his word; in 1935, 
his administration formally approved the island-building pro-
ject.
